THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF REGINA ENACTS AS FOLLOWS

1 The purpose of this Bylaw is to:

(@ continue the Department as an established departohtre City;

(b) provide for fire prevention, suppression and pititecservices;

(c) provide for the storage and handling of flammaiojeidls, combustible
liquids, dangerous goods, hazardous substancesastel dangerous goods;

(d) provide for inspections of buildings, structured @anemises in relation to fire
safety;

(e) provide for rescue and emergency response services;

() regulate the sale and use of fireworks and pyroiesh

(g) revise, vary and modify the National Fire Code; and

(h) setthe fees and charges for fire services.

Statutory authority

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b) manually activate and includes the systemsliedtthroughout any
building or structure;

“Fire Chief” means the Director of Fire and Protective Seniggsartment as
appointed or employed by the City, and anyone aiztbta or delegated to act on
behalf of the Fire Chief.

“fire inspector” means an officer who is employed by the City anti@nzed by
the Director of Protective Services to act as ainipal inspector for the purposes
of The Fire Prevention Act, 19%hd this Bylaw;

“fireworks” means explosives that are enclosed in any casmbivance, or are
otherwise manufactured or adapted for the productigyrotechnic effects,
pyrotechnic signals or sound signals and includgshemical compound or
mechanically mixed preparation of an explosivefaroinflammable nature that is
used for the purpose of making such explosivesjbes not include firecrackers;

“fireworks display” means a display of fireworks intended for the @t@ment of
the general public or in open view of the geneudllip;

“Fireworks Supervisor’” means a person who has been certified as a Fkswor
Supervisor by the Explosives Regulatory DivisiomNafural Resources Canada,;

“high hazard fireworks” means fireworks classed as Subdivision 2 and $sbxh
3 of Division 2 fireworks in the federal regulat&grsuch as model rocket engines,
rockets, serpents, shells, bombshells, tourbillioreroons, large wheels, bouquets,
barrages, bombardos, waterfalls, fountains, bateitiumination, set pieces and
pigeons, but does not include firecrackers;

“lessee”’means a person who leases a building or landrehabies an occupant,
tenant, or subtenant;

“low hazard recreational fireworks” means fireworks classed as Subdivision 1 of
Division 2 fireworks in the federal regulations qanised of low hazard fireworks
generally used for recreation, such as fireworksvgins, fountains, golden rain, lawn
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lights, pin wheels, Roman candles, volcanoes aaukigps, but does not include
Christmas crackers or caps for toy guns;

“National Building Code” meansThe National Building Code of Canada, 2005,
issued by The National Research Council of Canadmiding any amendments
made to it from time to time, as modified Blye Uniform Building and Accessibility
Standards Actand the Regulations passed pursuamti® Uniform Building and
Accessibility Standards Aainless otherwise modified by this Bylaw.

“NFPA” means the National Fire Protection Association;

“Outdoor Fireplace” means an enclosed and permanently affixed oufaeor
receptacle which incorporates a permanently affotechney or flue, and is
constructed of brick, rock or other masonry;

“owner” means a person who has any right, title, estat@enest in land or
buildings other than that of a mere occupantglestenant or mortgagee,;

“peace officer” means a peace officer as defined e Highway Traffic Act

“person” includes a corporation and the heirs, executorsjradtrators or other
legal representatives of a person;

“Pyrotechnician” means a person who has been certified as a Pynatiechby the
Explosives Regulatory Division of Natural ResourCesiada;

“pyrotechnic special effects”’means those fireworks that are used in the
entertainment industry whether designed speciidailindoor or outdoor use, such
as blackpowder bombs, bullet effects, flash powslagke compositions, gerbs,
lances and wheels;

“pyrotechnics display” means a display of pyrotechnic special effeceniié¢d for

the entertainment of the public, in open view ®dgleneral public, or in a place to
which the general public may be admitted, and atetplaces to which admittance to
the general public is restricted by age or by ation;

“Risk Manager” means the Risk Manager appointed or employedéity;
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“Special Effects Pyrotechnician’means a person who has been certified as a
Special Effects Pyrotechnician by the ExplosiveguRaory Division of Natural
Resources Canada;

“Theatrical User” means a person who has been certified as a Tdaaiser by the
Explosives Regulatory Division of Natural ResourCesada.

(@  on behalf of and at the request of an owner oratpeof a facility where an
inspection, letter of approval or report with restge the fire safety of the
facility is required from the local Director of Reative Services, a fire
inspector or a local assistant to the Fire Comimm&si pursuant to provincial
legislation; or

(b) on behalf of and at the request of an ownédgssee of a dwelling unit where
the owner or lessee requests that the Departmedticban inspection of a
wood burning stove contained in the dwelling unit.

Inspections of facilities
9(1) The purpose of conducting an inspection puntsizeclause 8(a) is to:

(@) protect the residents and clients of the faciti/they are vulnerable
members of the community;
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(b) ensure that the structure, equipment and eraanice of the facility complies
with The Fire Prevention Act, 1992he Saskatchewan Fire Code
Regulationsnd this Bylaw; and

(c) assist in determining if the operator or ownigthe facility is satisfying the
licensing requirements relating to fire safetyaetin provincial legislation.

(2) Where the Fire Chief or a fire inspector carnet an inspection pursuant to clause
8(a), he or she shall only inspect and report erfita safety of the facility and the
fire protection equipment in the facility as regairpursuant to the applicable
provincial legislation.
